¢ |In the body of the email please include: artist’'s name, any art affiliations, e-mail, phone number,
address and title of work. A high resolution photo must be available for printing if the art work is
chosen.

e Images will be screened and selected by the PAC via blind judging.
Preference will be given to Tarpon Springs' residents.

e Artists will be paid a $100 honorarium for images chosen.
One image per artist. The artist will retain the original work.

e A brochure containing information about the art works in the illuminated
art boxes will be printed in-house and made available in local
businesses, City locations and in the Chamber of Commerce building.

e Final selections will be made by PAC: Tuesday, October 12, 2022.
Selected artists will be notified via email following the PAC
meeting.
